As one example, the Uigshader Living Forest Project
(ULFP) is a community-driven reforestation initiative on
the Isle of Skye. It focuses on restoring an old sitka
plantation by planting native trees to restore local
biodiversity, improve soil health, and create habitats
for wildlife. The project involves the local community in
conservation efforts and environmental education,
including the local primary school. Within the project
area is the picturesque Lon an Eireannach, a small
tributary of the River Snizort - and a crucial habitat for

salmon.

The FFC team has been working tirelessly to restore wildflower meadows, regenerate peatlands,
and support habitats for wildlife here in the UK.
